Award:  Two scholarships of $1,500 each to be awarded in April 2012. The scholarship will be paid to the school on the recipient’s behalf. Application deadline: Friday March 16, 2012.

Eligibility Criteria: 
· Applicants must reside within BPW/Raleigh’s service area; within Wake, Durham, Orange, or Johnston county of North Carolina. 
· Applicants must be enrolled full or part-time to an accredited college or university as of the fall semester of 2012; or attending an accredited community college, trade, or technical school as of the fall semester of 2012. BPW/Raleigh scholarships are not awarded to the same person in two consecutive years. 
· Applicant should have a career plan after completion of schooling.
· Applicant must demonstrate a financial need.
· Applicants may be male or female.
· Applicant must be in good academic standing (2.5 GPA or higher).
· Applicant must complete this application form provided by the Raleigh BPW Scholarship Committee.
· Applicant must submit an official transcript of scholastic record (copy acceptable).
· Applicant must complete two of the four essay questions (no more than 150 words each) as stated on the application form.
· Applicant must submit one (1) reference letter from any of the following:
· Professor, teacher, teaching assistant
· Guidance counselor
· Past or present employer, supervisor or co-worker
· Professional business associate
· Good friend of long standing
· Clergyperson or religious affiliate

How to Apply: Applications must be submitted to the BPW/Raleigh Scholarship Committee by Friday, March 16, 2012 (postmarked).

· Contacting the BPW/Raleigh President at president@bpwraleigh.org. 

Selection of Scholarship Winner:  The BPW/Raleigh Scholarship Committee will screen all applications. A personal interview may be required. The winner will be notified by phone and presented the award at the BPW/Raleigh dinner meeting scheduled for April 24, 2012.

Payment Plan:  The scholarship will be payable to the school the recipient will attend at the beginning of the fall 2012 term. The scholarship recipient must arrange for bills to be sent to BPW/Raleigh.

One scholarship of $1500 will be awarded per applicant. 
The scholarship will be awarded to a career-minded individual who is currently enrolled at an accredited college, university, or institution of higher learning. To apply for the scholarship, submit the necessary items listed under “A” below; complete the information requested in “B” below; and answer two of the Essay Questions listed in “C” below, no later than March 16, 2012.
